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fem Demand for Punjabi as Compulsory subject in CBSE/ICSCE Schools.
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“Section 3: Teaching of Punjabi as compulsory subject: (1) Punjabi shall be

taught as a compulsory subject in all schools from 1% Class to 10" class from the academic
year 2009-2010.
(2) No Board of Institution shall award matriculation certificate to any

student, unless he has passed the 10" class examination in Punjabi subject.
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
